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Profile of Guangzhou City Construction College

Guangzhou City Construction College (formerly City Construction College of Guangzhou
University), founded in 1960 and after several administrative changes, is now an
independent private institution of higher learning approved in April of 2007 by the
People’'s Government of Guangdong Province and the National Ministry of Education to

award three-year college diplomas.



Situated in the “back garden” of Guangzhou — Conghua District, a tourist resort
traditionally famous for its hot spring and natural beauty, the college is 60km north of
Guangzhou downtown and 40km form Guangzhou Baiyun International Airport. With a
beautiful, picturesque scenery featuring green hills, clear waters and fresh air, the

campus is well-equipped and an ideal place for study.

Covering a total area of 1355 mu ( over 90 hectares) and with an overall floorage of
450,000 square meters as well as a collection of about 1,137,000 paper books and more
than 300,000 electronic books, the college has over 1000 teachers and staff, more than
19000 full time students are enrolled in 50 majors and professional orientations which
offer the 3-year diploma programs in 7 schools: School of Civil Engineering and
Architecture, School of Information Engineering, School of Mechanical and Electrical
Engineering, School of Economics and Management, School of Foreign Languages and
Trade, School of Art & Design, School of Humanities. In addition, there are more than
5000 part time students studying in the School of Continuing Education and the School

of Entrepreneurship Education.
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Admissions & Requirements

B The Education Types for International Students:

1. Chinese language student/Advanced student: Duration of study is from 2
months to 2 years; new terms begin in February and September every year and the
students will be divided into classes according to their Chinese level.

2. College diploma student: Length of schooling is 3 years; new term begins on
September every year.

3. Exchange student: Duration of study is subject to the details of cooperation
agreement.

4. Short-term professional training course: Duration of study is from 1 week to 1

year, which can be flexibly arranged according to needs.

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Pattern of Study

International students can choose to study in classes with Chinese students taught in

Chinese, and a separated class taught in Chinese or English.

< Classes with Chinese students: International college diploma students and advanced
students will study together with Chinese students. The Chinese Proficiency should

accord with the relative requirements of the specialty (HSK Level 4 is expected).

< Separated Class taught in Chinese: Chinese language students will study in a

separated Class taught in Chinese when the applicants are up to 15 people.

< Separated Class taught in English: If over 15 students apply for the same specialty or
short-term professional training course at the same term, a separated class taught in

English or with English interpreters will be offered.

Note: We offer the Chinese language and culture training courses for all students. The

classes include: Chinese history, Chinese literature, Chinese painting and calligraphy,

Chinese music, Chinese kungfu (Martial arts), etc.

2. Application time:

< College diploma student: Every April 30 is the closing day for application.
(Intake will be in September of the year.)

<-Chinese language student/Advanced student

-- Enrollment in autumn: Every April 30 is the closing day for application.
(Enrollment will be in September of the year.)

-- Enrollment in spring: Every November 30 is the closing day for application.
(Enroliment will be in next February.)

Note: After May 15 or December 15 of the year, the applicant will receive a notice for
confirming the program to be opened or not, which depends on whether the applicants are
more than 10 people.

< Short-term Training Program: We are committed to develop short-term
training programs with foreign educational institutions and organizations. All the

cooperation details such as courses, schedule, tuition fee will be confirmed by discussing.



We welcome the education institutions of intention to discuss about the cooperation
details with us.

< International Exchange Student Program: We are looking forward to the
foreign universities and colleges of intention to discuss about the cooperation issues of
exchange student.

3. The Foreign Affairs Office will mail the Admission Notice and Visa Application
Form for Study in China (JW202) to the accepted students after the verification.

4. Holders of the above-mentioned documents and health examination certificate
are supposed to apply for the Student Visa (X Visa) at the Chinese embassy and
consulate general in your country, and come to school for registration on time, and pay
the registration fee and tuition.

Note: The college provides airport or train station pick-up service free of charge for
new comers first to Guangzhou. Students who prefer this service should inform the Foreign

Affairs Office by email or fax with detailed arrival information 5 days before their arrival.

1. Living conditions on campus:

<~ Life in the campus is very convenient with the services such as clinic, mailroom, supermarket
and ATM banking, etc.

<> More than 10 school cafeterias and dining halls provide different flavored food such as Chinese

food, western food, snack, local delicacies, cake and bread, etc.

< The sports facilities on campus are complete: There are plenty of basketball, volleyball, tennis,
table tennis and football fields. The college also has a gymnasium equipped with indoor badminton and
basketball fields, a fitness center and a thermostatic swimming pool.

2. Lodging conditions on campus:

<> Ordinary student apartments: 4 people rooms equipped with single beds, air-conditioner,
internet (Wifi), desk & chair, wardrobe, water dispenser; the bathroom equipped with electric water
heater and washing machine. (500 yuan/month, per person)

<> Apartments with two-bedroom or three-bedroom: the bedrooms are divided into single rooms
and twin rooms equipped with single beds, air-conditioner, internet, desk & chair, wardrobe; the living
room equipped with furniture, TV, water dispenser, etc; the kitchen equipped with refrigerator,
microwave oven, induction cooker, cooking utensils, etc; the bathroom equipped with electric water
heater and washing machine, etc. (Single room: 2000 yuan/month, per person; Twin room:
1000 yuan/month, per person)

Note: Every student should pay 1000 RMB for an accommodation deposit. It will be refunded after the

check of your room.
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Medical Insurance
